
 

Princess Pre-registration Instructions 

 

To pre-register for your Princess cruise you will need the following pieces of information for all of the passengers in 

your cabin: 

• Your reservation number 

• Your full, legal name as it appears on your passport 

• A valid credit card to use for your on-board account 

• Your passport 

• An emergency contact for your trip, and their preferred phone number for contact 

 

When you are ready to pre-register for your Princess cruise, the link on our website will take you to a page where you 

will need to provide certain information to identify your booking in their system. This will include your name, your 

birth date, and your reservation number for your up-coming Princess cruise. Once you have provided this 

information, click “sign in” to be taken to the next step for pre-registration. 

 



 

Once you sign in you will be taken to one of several contract pages. The first is Terms and Conditions and Privacy 

Policy. At the bottom of the policy page you need to check the box next to “I accept the above Terms & Conditions 

and Privacy Policy” then hit “Proceed”. 

 

The second contract is “Passage Contract”. At the bottom of the page, you will see the names of all the passengers in 

your cabin and you can opt to accept the passage contract on behalf of all the passengers, or just yourself. You can 

also download a .pdf version of the contract by clicking the link to the right. Once you have checked the box next to 

the names of all the passengers you will accept the contract on behalf of, click “Proceed”. 

 



 

You will be taken to a summary screen for your booking that will list the passenger names for your cabin. Under each 

passenger name will be a list of links. You need to click top link labeled “Passenger immigration” under your name to 

move to the next step.  

 

Clicking the link will take you to the first step of the pre-registration process. You will need to provide basic 

information about yourself and how to contact you. The name you give will have to match the name that is on your 

passport or other identifying legal document that you are going to use to get onto the ship. There are also links to the 

pregnancy policy and age requirements for the cruise if you have questions about those policies or would like to read 

them. 



 

 



 

When you have completed the page, click “save and continue”. This will take you to the next step where you will 

provide your emergency contact’s information. 

 

When you click “save and continue” you will be taken to the citizenship & immigration screen. You will need to 

indicate which identifying document you are going to use to get on the ship. If you have traveled on Princess before 

this information may already be completed, but it is safer to have the document handy to reference. Click save and 

continue to move to the next step and create your shipboard account. 



 

 

Every passenger is required to set up a shipboard account. The card you provide will be the card that you use when 

you check out to pay for the purchases you made on the ship. 

 



 

Once you click “yes” next to “are you the owner”, the rest of the window will expand so that you can authorize the 

card for use and indicate which passengers in your cabin are allowed to make charges to it. You can choose to only 

select yourself, or also select other passengers in your cabin who can then use your card. 

 

When you click save and continue you will be taken to an optional survey regarding your cruising history. To return to 

your booking summary, click “View Booking Summary” under the “Cruise Personalizer” section in the upper right 

hand corner of the screen. This will return you to the main screen that you began on where you can complete the 

pre-registration for the next passenger in your cabin. You can also click “View Travel Summary, Boarding Pass & 

luggage Tag” to print your boarding pass for your trip.
